1) Short History: The history of the faculty or college should be explained very briefly and the year of establishment should be stated.
2) Departments: The number of departments in the faculty or college, which departments are active, the number of students in each, whether or not graduates, etc. should be explained.
3) Academic Staff: The number of academic staff and departments should be presented by department including research assistants, lecturers and instructors.
4) Physical Conditions: Physical conditions of the Faculty / Collage should be explained. How many classrooms are available, what technological tools are in the classrooms, whether there is a large conference room and the application possibilities such as kitchen, computer, bar, restaurant should be stated. If necessary, it should be stated whether the congress can be held in the education building.
[bookmark: _GoBack]5) Congress Experience: Information about past meetings organized by the Faculty / School or its departments should be provided. The names of these meetings, dates, number of participants, etc. It should be described.
6) Presence of the Congress Center within the University: Information should be given on the congress center, number of halls and capacities according to various seating arrangements.




	






INFORMATION ABOUT CITY

1) Brief History: Short information about the city should not be given.
2) Transportation Facilities: It should be explained how to reach the city by land, air, iron, sea and their mix. In this regard, the presence of regular companies (buses, airlines, trains) to the city, the number of daily flights, etc. It should be described. It should be stated whether there are direct flights from metropolitan cities such as Ankara, Istanbul and Izmir.
3) Accommodation Facilities: Number of accommodation facilities according to the types and stars, accommodation and bed capacities of the congress participants from outside the city including the guesthouses of the University and application hotels, if any, should be indicated.
4) Congress Facilities: On-site congress facilities and other congress facilities of the city should be explained.
4.1) Congress Opportunities of Hotels: The congress facilities of the hotels (number of halls, capacity according to layout, technical equipment etc.) should be explained.
4.2) Other Congress Opportunities: Information about congress centers, cultural centers that can be congressed, which are operating separately and independently from hotels, number of halls, capacity according to layout, technical equipment etc. should be provided.
5) Elements of Attraction Attracted by the City: The elements of attraction in the area where the city is located should be summarized in a very short way not to exceed a paragraph.
6) Food and Beverage Culture in the City: The city's specialties should be expressed.
7) Social Life in the City: Social life in the city should be summarized in a very short way not to exceed a paragraph.
